Investment objective of the SICAV
The investment objective of the Sub-fund is to achieve long term growth in value. The Sub-fund will invest in
equities on a global basis. The Sub- fund’s approach is to be a long-term investor in its chosen stocks. It will not
adopt short-term trading strategies. The Sub-fund has stringent investment criteria which the Investment Manager
adheres to in selecting securities for the Sub-fund’s investment portfolio. These criteria aim to ensure that the Sub-
fund invests in:

It is envisaged that the investment portfolio of the Sub-fund will be concentrated, generally comprising between 20
and 30 stocks. The Sub-fund takes sustainability risk and ESG characteristics into account as part of its selection
process. In that respect, the Sub-fund promotes environmental and/or social characteristics within the meaning of
Article 8 of SFDR. For the assessment, areas like corporate strategy, corporate governance, transparency and the
product and service range of a company are taken into account.

In addition to ESG criteria, other sustainability criteria are taken into account in the management of the Sub-fund
such the United Nations Principles for Responsible Investment. The Investment Manager’s responsible investment
approaches can be summarised as “considering ESG issues when building a portfolio.” and takes into account the
following areas – integration, screening and thematic, engagement and proxy voting.

In addition to ESG criteria, the Sub-fund will not invest in businesses which have substantial interests in any of the
following sectors:
